Re:  Nunavut Wildlife Management Board decision concerning Clyde River 

Hunters and Trappers Organization Request to increase the Arctic Char 
commercial quota for Sam Ford Fiord from 4,500kg to 9,000kg 

 
At the September 2017 Nunavut Wildlife Management Board (NWMB or Board) Regular 
Meeting (RM 003-2017), Fisheries and Oceans Canada (DFO) presented a Proposal for 
Decision (Proposal) requesting consideration of an increase for the Arctic char 
commercial quota of Sam Ford Fiord for the Clyde River Hunters and Trappers 
Organization (HTO) from 4,500 kg to 9,000 kg. DFO stated that no stock assessment had 
been done for Sam Ford Fiord Arctic char. The DFO’s submission also revealed that the 
quota for the Arctic char in the Sam Ford Fiord had varied from 3,600kg to 5,500kg 
between 1981-2017. DFO also stated that an increase in the quota to 9,000kg would be 
a high risk and that they would not support a quota increase until appropriate sampling 
and data collection occurred. In addition, no new Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit about this fish 
stock was provided with the Proposal.  

Between September 2017 and January 2018, additional information was obtained from 
DFO and Clyde River HTO: 

• The commercial Arctic char quota for Sam Ford Fiord was determined to be 5,500 
kg and not 4,500 kg, as per the 1999 NWMB decision; 1,000 kg higher than 
previously understood; 

• DFO confirmed that it would correct the Sam Ford Fiord commercial Arctic char 
quota to be 5,500 kg in Schedule V of the Northwest Territories Fisheries 
Regulation for the 2018 season; 

• Clyde River HTO wanted to work with DFO on a 5-year exploratory fish stock 
assessment; 

• DFO would provide the appropriate training, equipment, sample analyses, data 
analyses, and contract with the Clyde River HTO to carry out the stock 
assessment; and 

• Clyde River HTO would like NWMB to proceed with the decision-making process 
at this time for their original request for a quota increase to 9,000 kg based on the 
current information available. 



 

 

 

 

The NWMB considered the proposal from the Clyde River HTO during an In-Camera 
meeting (IC001-2018) on March 8th, 2018 and passed the following resolution:  
 
RESOLVED that the NWMB declines to approve an increase to the Sam Ford Fiord 
commercial Arctic char quota to 9,000 kg, as requested by the Clyde River Hunters 
and Trappers Organization (HTO). 
 
The reasons for the Board’s decision were: 

(i) There is currently no new science or Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit available to 
support an increase to the Sam Ford Fiord Arctic char quota; 

(ii) Sam Ford Fiord Arctic char has never undergone a stock assessment; and 
(iii) The Clyde River Hunters and Trappers Organization and Fisheries and Oceans 

Canada will begin a 5-year exploratory fish stock assessment for Sam Ford 
Fiord in 2018 which will provide the information needed to evaluate the 
sustainable commercial harvest in the future. 

 
NWMB is supportive of community based sustainable commercial fisheries, as such, 
looks forward to the Nangmautaq Hunter and Trappers Organization’s completion of the 
a 5-year exploratory fish stock assessment on the Sam Ford Fiord Arctic char stock.
