On February 26, 2025, at the Nunavut Wildlife Management Board (NWMB or 
Board) Regular Meeting (RM001-2025), Fisheries and Oceans Canada requested 
that the NWMB approve the establishment of the Sarvarjuaq Marine Protected 
Area through a designation by Ministerial Order, under the Oceans Act (1996), 
granting protection to the area for five years. 

 

 
After considering all the arguments and evidence provided, the NWMB made a 
decision during its In-Camera Meeting (IC001-2025) on February 26, 2025, and 
passed the following resolution: 
 

RESOLVED that, the Nunavut Wildlife Management Board approves, 
pursuant to Sections 5.2.34(a), 9.3.2, 15.2.1, and 15.3.4 of the Nunavut 
Agreement, the establishment of the Sarvarjuaq Marine Protected Area 
through designation by Ministerial Order, under the Oceans Act (section

The Board reviewed Fisheries and Oceans Canada’s proposal taking into consideration 
the ecological and cultural value of Sarvarjuaq, as well as input from consultations with 
affected communities and stakeholders. 

Sarvarjuaq is a biologically significant area within the North Water Polynya, one of the 
most productive marine ecosystems in the Arctic. The region supports a wide range of 
marine life, including narwhal, beluga, bowhead whales, polar bears, and seabirds, due 
to its unique oceanographic conditions, such as nutrient upwelling and recurring ice 
bridges. Possible threats to the area’s integrity include climate change, increasing 
vessel traffic, and potential industrial activities. 

Inuit have historically relied on Sarvarjuaq for harvesting, travel, and cultural practices. 
The Pikialasorsuaq Commission has recommended Inuit-led governance and cross-
border cooperation with Greenland to ensure the long-term protection of the polynya.  

The Ministerial Order would freeze the footprint of existing activities for up to five years, 
allowing only those activities that were lawfully occurring in the year prior to designation 
to continue. Inuit harvesting rights, as established under the Nunavut Agreement, would 
remain protected. Certain exemptions would apply, including marine scientific research, 
public safety operations, and national security activities. 

The formal establishment of the marine protected area requires an Inuit Impact and 
Benefit Agreement between the Government of Canada and the Qikiqtani Inuit 
Association, which is currently under negotiation. The proposal has undergone 
regulatory review by the Nunavut Planning Commission and the Nunavut Impact 
Review Board, with the public comment period closing in January 2025. 

Consultation 

Consultations have been conducted with affected communities, co-management 
organizations, and other stakeholders. Two rounds of in-person meetings were held in 
Grise Fiord, Resolute Bay, Arctic Bay, Pond Inlet, Clyde River, and Qikiqtarjuaq 
between October 2023 and June 2024. 

Support letters for the Ministerial Order have been received from the Hunters and 
Trappers Organizations and hamlet councils of the six involved communities. They 
express the need to protect the polynya from ongoing industrial development and 
shipping impacts. 

Summary of Evidence and Arguments 



 

 

 

 

The Government of Nunavut through a written submission expressed conditional 
support, requesting further clarification on boundary delineation in relation to the 
devolution agreement. Stakeholder engagement included outreach to industry groups, 
with Baffin Fisheries initially raising concerns regarding commercial fishing but 
expressing no further objections after receiving assurances that existing fisheries could 
continue under the Ministerial Order. 

 

The Board’s decision is based on the ecological importance of Sarvarjuaq, the 
demonstrated community support for conservation measures, and the alignment of the 
proposed marine protected area with the Nunavut Agreement. The evidence presented 
establishes that the North Water Polynya is a critical marine habitat that plays a key role 
in sustaining Arctic biodiversity and supporting Inuit subsistence harvesting. Protecting 
this area under a Ministerial Order will allow for interim protection of this important area, 
while longer-term conservation options are explored. 

Consultations with affected Inuit communities confirmed a strong interest in protecting 
Sarvarjuaq from industrial activity and vessel traffic while ensuring that Inuit harvesting 
rights remain safeguarded. The Board acknowledges the importance of Inuit 
Qaujimajatuqangit in conservation decision-making and recognizes that this proposal 
incorporates community perspectives through collaboration with the Qikiqtani Inuit 
Association. 

Concerns raised by the Government of Nunavut regarding boundary delineation are 
noted. However, the Board finds that this issue does not present a barrier to approving 
the Ministerial Order at this stage, as further discussions can take place during the 
development of a long-term management framework. 

 
 
Given the considerations above, the Board decided to approve the request to 
establish the Sarvarjuaq Marine Protected Area by Ministerial Order under the 
Oceans Act. The NWMB looks forward to your reply and completion of the 
Nunavut Agreement decision-making process. If you have questions regarding 
this letter, do not hesitate to contact the NWMB.
