Dear Minister Jordan: 

Re: Access Fees Charged to the Nunavut Fishing Industry by DFO for Shrimp in 
the WAZ and EAZ 

At the Nunavut Wildlife Management Board's (NWMB or Board) Regular Meeting on 
March 10, 2021 (RM001-2021), the Nunavut Fisheries Association (NFA) presented a 
submission to the Board, requesting the following decisions/recommendations: 

In the Western Assessment Zone 

• To suspend the access fees within the Nunavut Settlement Area.

In the Eastern Assessment Zone 

• To have the access fees in Davis Strait-East be payable in 50-tonne increments
as utilized by allocation holders.

At the NWMB's In-Camera Meeting on March 11, 2021 (IC001-2021), the Board 
considered the NFA's proposal and support letters from the Government of Nunavut and 
Qikiqtani Inuit Association. The Board made the following decisions: 

RESOLVED that, the matter of access fees for the Northern shrimp fishery in the 
Eastern and Western Assessment Zones is deferred until the Nunavut Wildlife 
Management Board's June 2021 regular meeting. 

RESOLVED that, the Nunavut Wildlife Management Board requests Fisheries and 
Oceans Canada to provide their position and comments on the Nunavut Fisheries 
Association's submission before May 7, 2021.

After carefully reviewing the information provided by the NFA and support letters from the 
Government of Nunavut and the Qikiqtani Inuit Association, the Board determined that it 
needs more information to decide. Specifically, the perspectives of your department, 
which is responsible for the management of commercial fisheries licences. The Board, 
therefore, requests that you provide your position and comments on the Nunavut 
Fisheries Association's submission on access fees in the Eastern and Western 
Assessment Zones to the NWMB in-time for its next Regular Meeting by the May 7, 2021 
deadline. 
 
The NWMB looks forward to continued collaboration with co-management partners in the 
management of Nunavut's commercial fisheries. Should you or your officials have any 
questions or concerns regarding the contents of this letter, please do not hesitate to 
contact the NWMB.
