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First of all, | have not heard any concrete ideas on how best to respond to this
Management initiative by Minister Netser.

It is very important that the NWMB hear from the residents of Nunavut not just through
there HTO's. Instead of just crying foul this time around, lets see if we can make this
work in another way.

The 3 HTO's (Clyde River, Qikigtarjuaq and Pond Inlet) and the Gov't of Nunavut should work
together to do a count of the Baffin Bay polar bear populaition during the 2008/09 harvest season.
It has been said that this has not been done receantly. Once the count has been documented
and confirmed by the Gov't of Nunavut, NWMB and the 3 HTO's and if the results prove that the
populaition is in decline then, It is inevitable that we will have to approve the Ministers initiative.
The best option to take would be option 1. It has the least affect on hunters and inuit who make

a living of the Polar Bear sustainablly and financially.

Option 4 is a very good option too, It will shut us up on the polar bear issue for once and for a
while.But, we all know that even if a moratorium is imposed. Inuit will never stop hunting.

If the Gov't of Nunavut reduces the tags it hands to the HTO's for these hunts. It will also have to
come up with a compensation package of no less than $25,000.00 per tag.

These tags when allocated by the HTO's in there community's are depended on for economic
purposes of each community in access of over $100,000.00 gross in less than 3 months annually.

The Gov't of Nunavut will also have to consider for the fisrt time all defense kills  come

out of a special qouta that has to be created in order to save it self from a so called invisible right.
Itis a well known fact that most of the defence kills that occure in Nunavut are the work of the
Governments own wildlife officers. This clearly violates hunting and human rights in Nunavut.
Wildlife officers should not be made to break laws that they are trying to police.

Much effort is made by the HTO's not to kill bears out of season. They even designate board
members for bear monitoring during peak bear problem months. This is not the HTO's job.

The Gov't of Nunavuts Dept of Environment should also help to fund a made in Nunavut response
team to help combat the negative publicity we are getting from the south.

The southern view of global warming, the ice melting and the bears dying has to be combatted.
This negetive publicity is literally destorying us and there doing it in part through the management
of Polar bears.This initiative has everything to do with the southern view of the Polar bears
suffering because of the said evironmental problems. It is high time that we act to save ourselves.

As of this submission i will start calling myself a Inuit rights activist. We need us more than ever.
